You will receive your loan amount in a single disbursement.

Monthly payments will begin one (1) month from the date of 
your Note and continue on the same day of each following 
month. However, if there are lesser number of days in the 
month than the date of the Note, then your payment will be 
due on the last day of that month.

For example, the payment due date for the month of 
February will be on the 28th (29th for Leap Year) when your 
monthly payments are due on the 29th, 30th or 31st of the 
month.

Will I be able to immediately view my account on my Online

or toll-free (800) 272-2566. 

Am I able to draw funds from my Savings Account while I 
have the loan?
Only the funds used as collateral for the loan will be secured and 
inaccessible. Any other funds in the account will be open for use.

Is there an Annual Fee or Prepayment Penalty? 
No.

What is a Returned Payment fee?
This fee is assessed if the payment submitted is returned to ASB 
(e.g., due to “insufficient funds”).

Is there a late fee for payments not made by the due date?
Yes. For fee details, refer to your Promissory Note or the 
Consumer Loan Fee Schedule.

Can I set up automatic payment to pay down my loan?
Yes. This is optional and can be set up from your ASB checking or 
savings account.
